NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARINGS
ABOUT THE AMENDMENT TO THE RULES FOR PM-11 FOR THE PRE-
SEALED OF GAS CYLINDERS.

According to the powers and faculties conferred by Public Law No. 454 of
December 28, 2000, as amended, about the economic impact to small businesses;
Public Law No. 5 of April 23, 1973, Public Law No. 148 of July 1, 1978, as
amended, Public Law No. 228, of May 12, 1942, and Public Law No. 145 of June
27, 1968, as amended, and the procedure of Law No. 170 of August 12, 1988, as
amended, the Secretary of the Department of Consumer Affairs hereby calls to
hearings to be conducted on August 11, 2011, from eight thirty in the morning
(8:30 am.) at the Fourth Floor, Room C, of the North Building of the Minillas
Governmental Center/Roberto Sanchez Vilella Government Center, in the Stop 22
Y% in Santurce, Puerto Rico.

In this occasion, we will consider this project Amendment of the PM -11
Regulation for the Sealing of Gas Cylinders, 8:30 am - 12:00 noon. The drafts of
the proposed Regulations will be available to the public during regular business
hours in the office of the Secretary of the Department of Consumer Affairs, located
in the Fifth Floor of the North Building of the Minillas Governmental
Center/Roberto Sanchez Vilella Government Center, in the Stop 22 %2 in Santurce,
Puerto Rico. Additionally, it will be available at the Department of Consumer
Affairs’ webpage: www.daco.gobierno.pr.

The objective of the amendment purpose regulation is to give uniformity to gas
cylinders contents, for remove consumer needs of calculate price per unit to verify
which one is less expensive or suitable, at the same time give up consumers’
confidence, certainty and comfort for only compare price. Also provides
consumers protection with opportune and adapt disclosure of outstanding
information about each gas cylinder contents previous purchasing.  The
amendment try to achieve uniformity of content for those gas cylinders of mayor
request (demands) in the market of petroleum liquid gas, as well as 20 pounds
cylinders, known as “portable cylinders” and 100 pounds cylinders, known as
“cylinders exchange” to contain an specific net weight amount for packaging
content of 20 and 100 pounds, respectively. The above net weights are subject to
Regulation No. 6231 about tolerances and permissible variations for the
verification of weights of packages (PM-8 Revised).

The interested parties who wish to depose orally will be able to appear before the
Administrative Officer in the date, hour and place indicated above. Each interested
party will be granted a maximum of fifteen (15) minutes for his/her presentation.
Any deponent will be able to submit his/her presentation in writing the day of the
hearing or may submit it in writing to the attention of Raul Gonzalez Cortés,
Esq., Special Assistant to the Secretary, within thirty (30) days from the
publication of this notice, to the following address, P.O. BOX 41059, Minillas
Station, San Juan, Puerto Rico 00940-1059.

Any writing or document presented concerning this matter will made part of the
official administrative file, if timely filed.

The Administrative Officer presiding the hearing will be able to extend and
continue the hearings in additional business days in order to receive oral testimony,
by due notification to that extent.
